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A visual illusion is a phenomenon in which what is seen appears different from reality, for example, an
object appears to exist in spite of its absence, a stationary object appears to move, and so on. There are
many earlier studies from the viewpoint of psychology and neuroscience concerning visual illusions. This
exhibition focuses on the mathematical approaches to visual illusions. We hope visitors to the exhibition
enjoy the experience of visual illusions and appreciate the latest mathematical works.
